T-255's November Campout

What: Troop 255 Scouts have long been discussing rock climbing as an adventure. Here it is. We
will be combining rock climbing and repelling with a campout at Swains Lock (just 2 miles north of
Great Falls along the C& O Canal) and a Sunday morning hike on the Billy Goat Trail (Section A). For
rock climbing instructors, we will be using Nirvana Climbing Guides out of Point of Rocks, Maryland.
They have much experience working with Boy Scouts. They will be providing us with a 6-hour
program, from 9 am. to 3 p.m. on the Virginia side of Great Falls. We will also be working on
Climbing Merit Badge at Troop meetings.

After rock climbing on Saturday, we will drive to Great Falls on the Maryland side of the Potomac
River. We must park our vehicles at Great Falls. With our packs, we will then hike the 2.2 miles to
Swains Lock Campground, where we will camp. On Sunday, we will hike back to Great Falls and on
to the Billy Goat Trail and the Anglers Inn parking lot. Adventure Scouts will be encouraged to hike
with full packs. Everyone will need to hike with his pack at least to the Great Falls parking lot.

Who: All Scouts, parents and siblings accompanied by an adult are welcome on this trip.

Return: 2:00 PM Sunday at CCUMC.

Cost: $75.00 for climb paid by internet to Nirvana
Climbing. $5 for transportation paid to Troop.

Y ou will be charged $75.00
per participant.
