2008.

2008 K londike Derby Survival Kit

Each patrol should bring a survival kit. The scenario isthat the survival kit has been dropped by an airplane to sustain the patrol
through their adventures. Below isalist of items necessary to successfully compete at this year' s Klondike Derby. Patrols must
deposit their survival kitsat the designated area by the Nature Center no later than 9:00 PM on Friday evening. Do not leave your
survival kit unlessyou or a staff member has labeled it with your Troop number and patrol name. The Survival kitswill be judged and
scored against the following criteria:

Visible patrol identification including troop number,
Portability/compactness, and
Durability.

The score for the survival kit will count toward the overall Klondike Derby score. Kits can then be picked up first thing Saturday
morning before the competition begins.

Survival Kit Contents

Fuel and tinder for 2 fires Pencils and paper (two sets per patrol member)
Fire Starters First Aid Kit
2 Candles Splints (boards or magazines - at least 4)

Matches Rags (6 or more, useful as bandages and splinting material)
Pot or bowl Rope - at least 12 which are 8 feet or longer

Cooking Tongs Twine (10 feet)

Bottled Water (1 qt.) Blanket (not space blanket)

Compass Trash bag

Outside of kit - At least FourNine (9) staves, each 5 foot or longer

The Scout Uniform isto be worn at all events. Supplement the Scout uniform with additional layers of clothing.

One of the most important requirements is knowing how to keep warm and dry. Each individual must know what to wear
for winter weather. Winter weather with changing conditions necessitates being prepared for aimost any condition. Cold
weather camping requires adequate clothing and waterproof boots to protect the camper and yet be versatile enough to
prevent sweating during activities and to retain warmth during idle periods. In order to stay warm, Scouts should layer their
clothes. A second and third change of inner clothing will be required for a Scout’s personal safety and comfort. Prior to
dinner, leaders should see that any Scouts with wet or damp inner clothing should change to dry inner clothing. Wearing
damp or wet clothing next to the skin during idle periods, such asat dinner time or at the campfire activities, isa prime time
for the body to become cold and could result later in hypothermia. A winter cap or hat is necessary during the day and at
night in the sleeping bag. Leaders should review the importance of the principles of winter dressing with all participants to
ensure a safe and rewarding experience for all.

No tennis shoes/sneaker s will be per mitted.
Campersimproperly prepared for the weather will be asked to leave.

As in past years, descriptions of the various stations to be run during the Saturday competition will not be detailed. In
general, there will be stationsthat use traditional Scouting skills, such as: Compass Reading, Fire Building, Knots, Lashings,
and First Aid. Therewill be other stationsthat require problem-solving or initiative games. And the catapult competition

The survival kit [minus staves and deds] will be judged againgt three criteria and will count toward the overall Klondike
Derby score. Survival kits must be placed in the designated area on Friday night by 9:00 PM. The designated area will be
communicated at registration time in the Nature Center.

A detailed description of the various stations to be run during the Saturday competition will not be provided.

In general, there will be stations that use traditional Scouting skills such as: Compass-reading, orienteering, fire-building,
knots & lashings, rope-tossing, first aid, and a number of problem solving or initiative games. Each station will have at
least one mayor. A patrol has to follow ingtructions carefully in order to complete each event. Adults are strongly
discouraged from accompanying the patrols through the station activity and are instead encouraged to assigt at the
gtations where necessary. Doing so will provide the opportunity to observe other patrols from other unitsin action and to
pick up sometips from the collective intellect of the patrol at work.

The following general instructions apply to each station:

1. When a patrol reaches a station, it should park its sled in the designated parking area and greet the mayor with their
patrol cheer.



2. A patrol should follow the instructions of the mayor. A patrol will need to know what was said for that station and
perhaps others.

3. When a patrol is ingructed to do something, it should perform whatever actions are required. The patrol should
remember what was | earned but should also feel freeto be creative. If the patrol thinksthat it has a better solution, it
should use that solution and then explain why it was used. Teamwork is critical. If good results are obtained despite
bickering and uncooperativeness, the score will be worse than a poor result that is achieved with teamwork, good
attitude and real effort.

4. Once the patrol completes the station, it should let the mayor know. If the patrol finishes early, they are not
dismissed until directed by the station mayor.

Scori ng: Scoring for each station at the Klondike Derby emphasi zes the teamwork and the patrol method of the group as opposed
to the specific Scouting skill being tested. |f a patrol cooperates with each other and shows good Scout spirit, they will
do well in the competition no matter how new they are to Scouting. They are rewarded for understanding what Scouting
isall about — doing your best while living by the Scout Oath and the Scout L aw.

How the patrol isscored at each station:

5 pointsfor participation (DOING, not just attending)

2 pointsfor Patrol Spirit. (i.e. acting asa group of one and not one of a group)

1 point for Patrol yell (unsolicited)

1 point for Patrol leadership (doesthe PL take charge and direct, and make use of hisresources)
1 point for demonstrating sportsmanship or teamwork (depending on the activity)
1-5 pointsfor completing the activity/problem.

Patrols must also review T-255's sled conditions and make appropriate repairs or construct new deds. Two
deds are parked at the Fierces, and need, at a minimum, their wheelsreattached. Repairsto be done by the
Scouts on Saturday, January 12, 9:00 am at the Pierce’s (7200 45" St., ChCh, 301-951-5290).
